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CTU DATA AQUSITION SYSTEM

OVERVIEW
Once the software is started, a DAS display window appears. From this window, the operator can
determine with great precision what data to view, how data is displayed and how to record and print

saved and live data.

There are two DAS display windows. The Operators display shows gauge arrays and digital displays.
The Charting display shows gauges and digital displays, plus 3 graphs of incoming data.

OPERATOR SCREEN
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OPERATOR SCREEN
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CHARTING SCREEN-DETAIL

1. PRINT Prints graphs of current or recorded data.

2. FUNC Opens to display access to various setup functions.

3. START JOB Starts recording of new job.

4. EXIT Exits the program.

5. FILENAME/ROUTE Displays file name and address of saved location.

6. DATALOG CONTROLGives the ability to start a new data log and displays recording
status.

7. DISPLAY Displays screen mode.

8. STATUSWINDOW  Displays the pertinent information regarding operation of the software.

9. GUAGE PANEL Displays associated incoming data in a gauge view.

10. DIGITAL PANEL Displays associated incoming data in a digital view.




GAUGE PANEL-DETAIL AND OPERATION
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1. Gauge Label-When chosen a drop down menu appears allowing the user to choose desired input to
display.

Minimum Scale-When chosen allows the user to enter a new minimum scale.

Maximum Scale-When chosen allows the user to enter a new maximum scale.

Digital Display-Digital value of the analog gauge.

Reset Button-When pressed, a button which zero’s the value being displayed.
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DIGITAL PANEL-DETAIL AND OPERATION
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1. Digital Label-When chosen a drop down menu appears allowing user to choose a desired input
to display.

2. Unit Label-When chosen a drop down menu appears allowing user to choose a desired unit
value.

3. Digital Display-Digital value of chosen input.



FUNC MENU
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1. Calibrate-When chosen a calibration screen will appear which allows user to set ranges, k-factors, offsets
and zero the any of the inputs.

Customer Information-When chosen allows user to enter the customer information for the job.

Webpage-When chosen the web page for the data acquisition controller will appear.
Keyboard-When chosen an on screen keyboard will appear.
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. Send Commands-When chosen a send command menu will appear to allow user to send commands to

the data acquisition controller. This should only be used by a technician or with a

technician guiding a user to trouble shoot a problem!



CALIBRATION SCREEN
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Zero-Pressing a button under the Zero column will zero the value of that data input.

2. Range-When the range box is selected, another menu will appear to allow user to enter the
range of that data input.

3. Kfactor-When the kfactor box is selected, another menu will appear to allow user to enter the
kfactor of that data input.

4. %offset-When the %offset box is selected, another menu will appear to allow the user to enter
the %offset of that data input.

5. Reset-Pressing a button under the Reset column will zero the value of that data input.

6. Offset-When the Offset box is selected; another menu will appear to allow the user to enter the
offset of that data input.



CHARTING SCREEN
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Print-When chosen a print menu will appear to print the current job or a previous recorded file.
Func-The function button on this screen is disabled.
Start Job-When chosen a Customer information box will appear to be filled in.

Exit-Exits and saves program settings.
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Graphs-3 graphs which can graph up to 5 data inputs each.



GRAPH ASSIGNMENTS

1. Channel-When chosen a drop down menu arrives to allow the user to select the input to be
charted.

2. YMax-When chosen a numeric keypad is displayed to allow the user to enter the maximum
scale for the Y axis.

3. YMin-When chosen a numeric keypad is displayed to allow the user to enter the minimum scale
foe the Y axis.
